________    BASKET #1:  AFGHAN BASKET — An easy to follow afghan pattern will aid you in the creation of a lovely 42” square 
(diagonally stripped) knitted afghan.  This basket includes circular knitting needles, crochet hook, small point protectors, directions and 
six skeins of Lion Brand yarn in various shades of green. 
 
________   BASKET #2: HARRY POTTER BASKET — With your good news owl by your side and your magical candles lit, 
be drawn into a lucky streak as you scratch off $30 worth of New York State Lottery tickets.  In addition to the scratch off tickets, this
